. Ludus — Playful love

. Pragma — Enduring Love

. Philia — Deep Friendship

. Storgi — Unconditional, familial love

. Agape — Selfless Love
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While all these forms of love have a goodness and place in each of our lives, it is easy to confuse
meanings of each version of love. I'll discuss two forms of love, Philautia and Agape. | encourage
each of you to learn about all forms of love described above.

Philautia

Self-love here refers to taking care of ourselves, taking pride in our abilities/work, and maintaining
a loving dialogue with our inner voice (self). It is the foundation for loving others, for how can we
love others if we don’t love ourselves? And how can others love us if we don’t love ourselves. It is
a healthy self-love, an awareness, not selfish or ill-tempered. With philautia comes inner peace
and the ability to experience other forms of love.

Agape
“I believe that unarmed truth and unconditional love will have the final word in reality”. (Martin
Luther King, Jr, 1964).

The Ancient Greek population regarded Agape as the highest form of love, a feeling embracing
deep and profound sacrifice, while also transcending and persisting irrespective of circumstances.
This form of love draws parallels to what Buddhists describe as “metta” or “universal loving
kindness”, a selfless, spiritual, and unconditional love. Agape is the purest form of love, free from
lust and expectations, and absent of any shortcomings one may possess. Most importantly it
accepts imperfection, forgives mistakes, and believes in the power of the greater good. (Merrison-

As humans, we have a deep desire to love and be loved to live an authentic life rooted in love.
